Be present at all practices, games, and while traveling.

Provide assistance, guidance and safeguards for each participant.

Understand the policies concerning injuries, medical attention and emergencies.
Instructs athletes on proper techniques, game strategies, sportsmanship, and the
rules of the sport.

Arrange for issuing and storing of equipment and submits to the head coach an
annual inventory and current records concerning the same.
